Failure to comply with the requests in this form will be considered unauthorized access to genetic resources as defined in Article 8 of the Law on the Conservation and Utilization of the Country's Genetic Resources.
· Reporting Violations: If the applicant becomes aware of any violations by the recipient of the genetic resources, they are obligated to inform the National Center for Management of Agricultural and Natural Genetic Resources in writing. Following this, the National Center will halt the exchange process and refer the matter to the relevant authorities.
· Commercialization: The applicant commits that the commercialization of imported genetic resources will not occur without the knowledge of the competent authority in Iran (this clause applies to importers of genetic resources).
· Confidentiality: If necessary to maintain the confidentiality of the accession (s) information, the applicant will code and anonymize the samples before sending them in a way that does not reveal their nature.
· Origin Declaration: If the applicant registers information about the genetic sample(s) in domestic or foreign databases, they must indicate the origin of the sample.
